S.0. 1196(E).—Whereas, the erstwhile Ministry of Agriculture, Department of Agriculture and Co-operation
vide notification number S.0. 325(E), dated the 11™ May, 1992 had prohibited the use of Nicotine Sulphate in India, but
permitted continued production of the same in the country only for export purposes;

And Whereas, the erstwhile Ministry of Agriculture, Department of Agriculture and Co-operation vide
notification number S.0. 679(E), dated the 17™ July, 2001 had banned the manufacture of Captafol 80% powder for dry
seed treatment for use in the country, but the manufacture was permitted to continue for export purposes only, subject to
certain conditions;

And Whereas, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Department of Agriculture, Co-operation and
Farmers’ Welfare vide notification number S.O. 3951(E), dated the g August, 2018, had prohibited the manufacture,
import, formulate, transport, sale and use of certain pesticides, including Dichlorvos, Phorate and Triazophos and had
called back and cancelled the certificate of registration granted for the same;

And Whereas, having regard to the representations received from various pesticides associations and companies
to allow manufacture of Dichlorvos, Phorate, Triazophos for export purposes only, the Central Government has decided
to permit manufacture of Dichlorvos, Phorate and Triazophos and continued manufacture of Nicotine Sulphate and
Captafol 80% powder for dry seed treatment;

Now, Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 27 read with section 28 of the Insecticides Act,
1968 (46 of 1968) and in partial modification of the said notifications to the extent specifically provided herein, the
Central Government hereby makes the following order, namely:-

1. Any registrant who requires to manufacture Dichlorvos or Phorate or Triazophos or continue to
manufacture Nicotine Sulphate or Captafol 80% powder for dry seed treatment for the export purposes only shall
submit an Affidavit in the proforma appended to this notification, in addition to the procedure specified in rule 6 of
the Insecticides Rules, 1971 for obtaining the certificate of registration.
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2. Every registrant to whom certificate of registration has been granted under paragraph 1 shall submit a
monthly statement or return to the concerned Licensing Officer in Appendix D1 and Appendix D2 to Form III as
required under sub-rule (5) of rule 15 of the Insecticides Rules, 1971.

3. The permission granted under this notification for manufacture of Dichlorvos, Phorate and Triazophos or
continued manufacture of Nicotine Sulphate and Captafol 80% powder for dry seed treatment shall be for a period of
three years from the date of grant of registration and the registrants shall reapply for continuation of such permission
along with details of production and export of such pesticides during the period of permission.

4. This notification shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
